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C. ANNUAL LEQ - 2016

The Leq average noise levels recorded at the noise-monitoring stations are presented. There are three types
of report: total noise (all noise sources) aircraft noise, and community noise (train, truck and other noise not
related to aircraft movements). The -21 dB(A) noise-attenuation factor due to home insulation, used by the
World Health Organization (WHO), must also be considered.

Average Annual Noise Levels recorded at the Noise-Monitoring Stations dB(A)
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e Noise levels measured in Dollard-des-Ormeaux, Cote-Saint-Luc and Pointe-Claire are significantly
lower thant community noise levels.

e The Dorval North station is very close to the runway (1 km).
